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Anti-individualistic, the Fascist conception 

of life stresses the importance of the State 

and accepts the individual only in so far as 

his interests coincide with those of the 

State, which stands for the conscience and the 

universal, will of man as a historic entity. It is 

opposed to classical liberalism which arose as a 

reaction to absolutism and exhausted its 

historical function when the State became the 

expression of the conscience and will of the 

people. Liberalism denied the State in the name 

of the individual; Fascism reasserts [t]he rights 

of the State as expressing the real essence of 

the individual.

With its premature disappearance in 1945, 

fascism cleared the field for the battle between 

the remaining first and second political theories. 

This struggle took the form of the Cold War and 

shaped the strategic geometry of the bipolar world 

that lasted until 1991. The demise of the Soviet 

Union and the dissolution of the Warsaw Pact and 

the COMECON caused the triumph of liberalism ï 

which turned to be the only surviving political 

theory ï and the global decline of communism. 

However, as we will see in the next chapter, the 

victory of liberalism coincided with the end of 

its classical acceptation and its evolution into 

post-liberalism.

The enemy is one who poses an essential 

threat to the existence of the people [des 

Daseins des Volkes] and its members. The 

enemy is not necessarily the outside enemyé 

The root requirement is then to find the enemy, 

bring him to light or even to create him, so that 

there may be that standing up to the enemy, and 

so that existence [das Dasein] does not become 

apathetic.
